If | order the Cheltenham Package what do | receive? On the day Marten’s Bulletin Book goes to
print you will be able to download it. A copy will also be posted to you. An email will be sent daily for the six
days prior to the start of the Festival which will update you on all the latest news (it can also be downloaded).
You can then also download the two updates during Cheltenham week.

Why don’t you offer the Cheltenham Supplements through the post anymore? As the years went
by we received more and more complaints from clients who didn't receive them in time. We do now offer a
fax service for clients.

Why do you make an additional charge for guaranteeing delivery of The Cheltenham Bulletin
Book on Friday? We use Special Delivery (Royal Mail) which costs £5.90 & we add 50p to cover our costs
in preparing the items.

I live abroad what services can | receive? Please call us on 01539 741 007 to discuss your options.

What happens if | struggle to download the updates during Cheltenham week? Staff are
available on both evenings (Mon 12 & Wed 14) to handle any problems. You can either email or call us for
assistance. We stay in the office till 11pm and any queries received after this time are dealt with by 9am the
following morning.

Why do | have to order Marten’s Dark Horses Guides through Raceform? Raceform now publish
these books for us leaving us to concentrate on Cheltenham, Marten’s Personal Consultancy Service and
Dark Horse Racing.

If | order the package but am staying in Cheltenham how will | receive the two Supplements
which are available to download?
